COMP 1110 Access Project


The Health and Physical Education department at GBC recognized early that personal training would be a growth field.  One of your friends graduated from the program and has started a company, MyPersonal Fitness Company.  The company specializes in personal training in the comfort of the customer’s home.  It designs exercise programs for clients based on each person’s health history, abilities, and fitness objectives.  The company is expanding rapidly and you have been hired to computerize the business.

Database Analysis, Design and Construction

Design and create a database to store the data that MyPersonal Fitness needs to manage its business.  Then create the necessary tables and enter the data from the Case 1-2 MyPersonal Fitness Word document supplied on WebCT.

Querying the Database
Perform the following:

a) Display the number, client name, and balance for all clients of a particular trainer.  The owner should be able to enter a different trainer number each time the query is run.

b) Display the number, client name, and total of balance due and amount paid.

c) Display the number, client name, and balance of all clients whose amount paid is greater than $400.00.

d) Display the trainer number, trainer name, client number, client name, client address, and client telephone number for all clients.  Sort the data ascending by trainer number and client number.

e) Display the total amount paid and total balance grouped by trainer.

Maintaining the Database
Perform each of these tasks:

a) Add a Telephone Number field to the Trainer table.  The field should appear after the First Name field, the field should have the same length and the same comment as the Telephone Number field in the Client table.  The telephone number for trainer 203 is 555-0101.  For trainer 205 and 207, the telephone numbers are 555-1243 and 555-2662, respectively.

b) Resize the columns in both tables to best fit the data.
c) Specify referential integrity.  Cascade the update but not the delete.

d) Compact the database.

Creating Forms and Reports
The MyPersonal Fitness Company needs a custom report and a custom form.  Create a report for the company that is similar to the Driver/Customer Report shown below.  
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Create a form for the company that is similar to the Customer Add/Update form shown below.  In structure, look and feel, and functionality.  Total Amount is the sum of Balance and Amount Paid.
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Advanced Features

Add a Start Date, Comment, Picture, and Web Page field(s) to the Trainer table.  Add the data shown in the table below to the Trainer table.  Create a form for the Trainer table that is similar in design to the Form shown below.  Include all fields from the Trainer table.  Include the Client Number, First Name, Last Name, Amount Paid and Balance fields from the Client table.  Query the Trainer table to find all trainers that have a degree in recreation management.

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Macros
Create Macros that will perform the following tasks:

a) Open the Trainer table.

b) Preview the Trainer/Client report.

c) Print the Trainer/Client report.

Switchboard

A switchboard should be the first form that opens up when the database is activated.  Create a switchboard that contains buttons with all of the above Macros attached to the buttons.  Ensure the startup settings of the database are set to open this switchboard up first.

Name your completed database (.mdb) file with YourFULLName_AccessAssign.mdb THEN, right-click this file and create a Compressed (Winzip) file* – and upload your solution (YourFullName_AccessAssign.ZIP) to WebCT – using the submission tool.

*NOTE:  WebCT will not allow .mdb files to be uploaded raw.  You MUST compress your completed database file using Winzip or Windows XP’s compression tool (in Windows Explorer).
